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FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE: VA Healthcare - Veterans Integrated Services Network (VISN) 4 has most successful Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) in its history raising $848,167.40 for Nonprofit Organizations.

PITTSBURGH – January 21, 2009 – VA Healthcare - VISN 4, consisting of ten VA medical centers located throughout Pennsylvania, Delaware, and areas of West Virginia, Ohio, New Jersey, and New York, raised $848,167.40 during the 2008 Combined Federal Campaign for eligible nonprofit organizations throughout the world. 
The CFC is the only authorized solicitation of employees in the Federal workplace on behalf of charitable organizations.  CFC continues to be the largest and most successful workplace fundraising model in the world and is held once a year, in the fall, in all federal agencies across the country.  
The campaign is an amazing opportunity for employees to make a pledge to their favorite charity. Employees throughout VISN 4 also participated in fundraisers, such as buying a hoagie or participating in a raffle or bake sale, to raise additional funds for CFC.  

Through an impressive fundraising and marketing campaign, VISN 4 achieved the most successful Combined Federal Campaign in its history.  $848,167.40 in donations were collected for local, national, and international charities (a 68.3% increase from the 2006 campaign); 4,821 pledges were received (a 43.2% increase from 2006); and 12,257 VISN 4 employees contributed (a 6.6% increase in participation from 2006).  $344,330.53 more money was raised and collected in the 2008 campaign than in 2006.  Each year VISN 4’s CFC campaign, led by David Cowgill, VISN 4 Public Affairs Officer, is breaking and setting new records and continues to be an example for other Federal agencies to model.

The continued success of VISN 4’s CFC demonstrates that VISN 4 employees not only serve and honor the men and women who are America’s heroes with the highest standard of care, but are also are committed to helping charitable causes all around the world.  
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
