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Camden VA Outpatient Clinic marks first year serving Veterans

This week marks the one-year anniversary of the ribbon cutting for the Camden Veterans Affairs Outpatient Clinic.  The highly anticipated Camden VA clinic opened in June 2009 offering eligible Veterans comprehensive Primary Care and Behavioral Health services, and has since added part-time care in Cardiology and Social Work.
“The Camden clinic is in a great location to serve South Jersey Veterans and bring health care closer to where they live,” said Janice M. Boss, Interim Director at the Philadelphia VA Medical Center.  “A lot of people had a vision for a long time to see this clinic open, and the fact that we’re reaching this milestone is significant.”
More than 1,000 Veterans have already received care at the clinic in the first year, with numbers increasing every day.  Eight VA staff members work full-time at the Camden clinic, including a physician, nurse practitioners, registered nurses, licensed practical nurses and program support assistants.  Veteran patients are referred for specialty care to the parent facility about five miles away in West Philadelphia.
Located on Broadway, the clinic is housed in 5,300 square feet of leased space on the ground floor of a parking garage owned by the Camden County Improvement Authority, adjacent to Cooper University Hospital.  Veterans using the Camden clinic enjoy free garage parking on-site.  The clinic is also convenient to the Walter Rand Transportation Center, situated on New Jersey Transit’s River Line and PATCO’s Speedline.  The clinic is open Monday – Friday, 8 am – 4 pm.

In addition to Camden, the Philadelphia VAMC operates outpatient clinics at Fort Dix and Gloucester County, N.J., Center City Philadelphia, and Horsham, Pa. (the Victor J. Saracini Community Based Outpatient Clinic).  The Philadelphia VA Medical Center served nearly 60,000 Veterans last year.
